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We invited Michael Biddle to share his EMI teaching tools with us. He emphasized the
importance of using visual aids, creating tables, and using existing media. If teachers can
make good use of media and creating tables, that may make students pay more attention
in the class. Before using visual aids, for example, we need to check images and text are
large and clear enough for the viewers to see or read.
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
